Through the Providence of God she mehéael of
the monastery of the holy Apostle Andrew in Milass@own of Caria (Asia Minor). She besought hintatice
her and her companions to Milassa. She also chamgegame, calling herself Xenia [which means feje"
or foreigner" in Greek].

At Milassa she bought land, built a church dediddteSt Stephen, and founded a woman's monasteon S
after this, Bishop Paul of Milassa made Xenia acdeass, because of her virtuous life. The sairpduel
everyone: for the destitute, she was a benefacfi@sthe grief-stricken, a comforter; for sinneasguide to
repentance. She possessed a deep humility, acegumarself the worst and most sinful of all.

In her ascetic deeds she was guided by the counfsitle Palestinian ascetic, St Euthymius. Theisblife of
St Xenia drew many souls to Christ. The holy virdied in 450 while she was praying. During her fahea
luminous wreath of stars surrounding a radiantegpeared over the monastery in the heavenssigms
accompanied the body of the saint when it waseaiinto the city, and remained until the saintsdduMany
of the sick received healing after touching thécsedf the saint.

The paschal season of the Church is preceded by teeason
of Great Lent, which is also preceded by its owntlirgical
preparation. The first sign of the approach of GreaLent
comes five Sundays before its beginning. On this Bday the
Gospel reading is about Zacchaeus the tax-collectdt tells
how Christ brought salvation to the sinful man, andhow his
life was changed simply because he "sought to sebavJesus
was" (Luke 19:3). The desire and effort to see Jeslbegins
the entire movement through Lent towards Pascha. lis the
first movement of salvation.

Our lenten journey begins with a recognition of ourown
sinfulness, just as Zacchaeus recognized his. Heopnised to
make restitution by giving half of his wealth to tke poor, and
by paying to those he had falsely accused four time@as much
as they had lost. In this, he went beyond the regwments of
the Law (Ex. 22:3-12).

The example of Zacchaeus teaches us that we shotudn away from our sins, and atone for them. The
real proof of our sorrow and repentance is not just verbal apology, but when we correct ourselves dn
try to make amends for the consequences of our ewttions.

We are also assured of God's mercy and compassiog 8hrist's words to
Zacchaeus, "Today salvation is come to this hous€l.uke 19:9). After the A
Great Doxology at Sunday Matins (when the Tone oht week is Tone 1, 3, 5,f & e
7) we sing the Dismissal Hymn of the ResurrectionT'oday salvation has -
come to the world," which echoes the Lord's wordsa Zacchaeus.

Zacchaeus was short, so he climbed a tree in order see the Lord. All of us
have sinned and come short of the glory of God (Ran3:23). We are also
short in our spiritual stature, therefore we must dimb the ladder of the
virtues. In other words, we must prepare for spiriual effort and growth.

Since the founding
of Saint Andrew’s Society in
1991, humanitarian support
to the needy and disenfran-
chised has been essential to
the mission of the Society.
From the early years after
the collapse of communism,
the faithful here in the
United States have sup-
ported efforts in Ukraine in
providing meals for the eld-
erly poor.

Presently, six cen-
ters are supported by the
Sodiety—Kyiv, Pereyaslav-
Kmelnitsky, Chermnihiv,
Ternopil and Chernivtsi.

Meals are distrib-
uted at soup kitchens, cafe-
terias [hot meals five days a
week| or delivered to home
bound elderly in these four
agties. Food is provided to
pensioners that have no
family or social support, and
are of limited financial re-
sources. This program is
implemented wit the coop-
eration of local faithful in
Ukraine.

St. Andrew’s Soci-
ety is a philanthropic and
charitable organization of
faithiul of the Ukrainian Or-
thodox Church of the USA.
