We would like to remind our visitors of the following;:

1 All people are encouraged to participate in the sacred services of our Church. We hope that you will be able to worship as

well as have fellowship with us. Should you wish any information about the Orthodox Faith or this parish in particular, please see
the rector or any member of the church. We are able to place you on our mailing list.

[ 1 Only Orthodox Christians may receive the Eucharist (Holy Communion) in the Orthodox Church. In like manner, Orthodox

Christians may not receive the sacraments in an non-Orthodox Church. While we hope that one day all Christians will find unity
and be able to approach the chalice of our Lord together, we observe the teachings of the Church that the Eucharist is a gift of
unity and not a means of unity.

We remind our faithful and visitors of the following guidelines concerning the Holy Sacraments in the Orthodox Church.

[—Orthodox Christians are urged to receive Holy Communion frequently.

[_Cbmmunicants should be at peace with others before approaching the chalice(Mt 5:23-24)

[ REalize the importance of making a thorough examination of sins and transgressions against God, ourselves and others and
having prayed for forgiveness before coming to Holy Communion.

[_Flequent communicants should come to Holy Confession at least four times a year (during the four fasting periods of the
year).

[_Cbmmunicants should fast from all foods and liquids from the evening before receiving Holy Communion.

[_Cbmmunicants should read prayers in preparation for receiving Holy Communion.

[—_All Orthodox Christians must receive the sacraments at least once a year.

[_Those who are late for Divine Liturgy ( after the reading of the Epistle and Gospel) should not approach the chalice.

[—Those who are ill or who have special physical needs are exempt from the above guidelines.

[_Idfants and children (up to the age of seven) who are Orthodox Christians may receive Holy Communion and are exempt from
the above guidelines.

Thank you for gathering to worship with us today. Together we have glorified the One God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit. May
we be brought closer to one another and closer to God by following the eternal teachings of our Lord.

St Tabitha is considered the patron saint of tailord seamstresses, since she was known for seaaitgand
other garments (Acts 9:39).
